NLRW3w, dostep: 12.02.2016). Zasadniczym celem lekcji jest rozwijanie
u studentéw sprawnosci rozumienia ze stuchu tresci specjalistycznych, a na-
stepnie ¢wiczenie umiejetnosci ustnego relacjonowania faktéw omowionych
w materiale filmowym. Aby studenci mogli osiagna¢ te cele, przygotowatam
réwniez ¢wiczenia na wymowe oraz na poszerzenie i utrwalenie stownictwa
fachowego wystepujacego w filmie.

6. Schemat lekgciji
Cwiczenie 1

Lekcja rozpoczyna si¢ od swobodnego wprowadzenia tematu w formie burzy mo-
zgow: studenci podaja nazwy, wydarzenia oraz tematy kojarzone ze sztuka Srednio-
wiecza. Poprzez nieskrepowang wymiang faktow, mysli i komentarzy nawet ci stu-
denci, ktorzy posiadajg mniejsza wiedzg na podany temat, majg szanse na uzyskanie
na tym etapie lekcji pewnych informacji dotyczacych omawianego zagadnienia.

Cwiczenie 2

Studenci ogladaja pierwsza czegs¢ filmu Medieval Art History (0:00—4:35). Caty
film trwa okoto 9 minut i zawiera duzg ilo$¢ specjalistycznych informacji, dlatego
zostat podzielony (umownie) na dwie cz¢sci, aby da¢ studentom szanse¢ na doktad-
niejsze zrozumienie i zapamigtanie poszczegdlnych watkow. Podczas ogladania
pierwszej potowy filmu studenci majg za zadanie zanotowac informacje dotyczace
podanych tematow. Nalezy uwrazliwi¢ ich na to, ze piszac — jednoczes$nie ¢wiczg
jedng z podstawowych umiejetnosci akademickich, polegajgcg na robieniu nota-
tek (w jezyku angielskim) z wystuchanego materiatu. Po powtérnym obejrzeniu
filmu studenci powinni oméwi¢ w parach lub matych grupach podane zagadnie-
nia, a pozniej lektor sprawdza odpowiedzi z cala grupa.

Cwiczenie 3

W materiale filmowym wystegpuje wiele historycznych terminéw, nazw, nazwisk,
ktérych wymowa moze sprawiaé trudnosci. Te najczgsciej uzywane zostaty wy-
mienione w ¢wiczeniu trzecim. Studenci w parach czytaja podane stowa, nawza-
jem korygujac swoje bledy (wczesniej styszeli te stowa co najmniej dwukrotnie
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w materiale filmowym, wigc zasadniczo ich wymowa nie jest juz catkowicie obca).
Bardzo istotne jest doktadne sprawdzenie i ponowne przec¢wiczenie wymowy
z calg grupa przez lektora. Podany w kluczu zapis fonetyczny wymowy poszcze-
g6lnych nazw moze by¢ znacznym utatwieniem.

Cwiczenie 4

Ostatnie ¢wiczenie dotyczace pierwszej potowy tekstu koncentruje si¢ na posze-
rzaniu znajomosci stownictwa. Zanim studenci rozpoczng uzupetnianie zdan, po-
winni w parach sprobowa¢ zdefiniowaé podane stowa w jezyku angielskim; nie-
ktére terminy moga sprawi¢ duza trudno$¢ i na tym etapie lektor powinien pomoc
1 wyttumaczy¢ ich znaczenie. Nastepnie lektor ma dwie mozliwosci sprawdzenia
poprawnosci zdan, ktore studenci uzupehili brakujacymi wyrazami: pierwsza
z nich to odczytanie przez studentow kompletnych zdan; druga to ponowne od-
tworzenie tego fragmentu filmu, a nastepnie odczytanie przez calg grupe brakuja-
cych wyrazow w kolejnosci chronologicznej — tak jak pojawiaty si¢ w zdaniach.

Cwiczenie 5

Ogladajac drugi fragment filmu (4:35-8:30), studenci maja za zadanie zanotowac
odpowiedzi do pytan. Niektore z zagadnien sg bardzo szczegdtowe, dlatego ko-
nieczne bedzie dwukrotne wyshuchanie tego materiatu. Nastepnie studenci, pra-
cujac w parach, powinni szczegdtowo odpowiedzie¢ na podane pytania, w miare
mozliwo$ci wypowiadajac pelne zdania tak, aby starac si¢ strescic film, a nie tylko
udziela¢ krotkich jednostownych odpowiedzi.

Cwiczenie 6

Studenci wyrazajg swoja opini¢ na temat obejrzanego materialu filmowego; majg
za zadanie spojrze¢ na poruszone zagadnienia z szerszej perspektywy 1 wyciagnad
whnioski, a takze dokona¢ podsumowania nowych informacji.

Cwiczenie 7

Zadanie domowe ma na celu zachgci¢ stluchaczy do dalszego samodzielnego po-
szukiwania informacji zwigzanych z tematem ,,sztuka Sredniowiecza”. Studenci
powinni wybra¢ i opisa¢ jedno dzieto sztuki, podajac informacje na temat jego hi-
storii, oraz zawrze¢ elementy opisu. Nalezy poprosi¢ ich o przyniesienie ilustra-
cji wybranego dzieta na nastgpne zajgcia. Nowa lekcja rozpocznie si¢ od pracy
w matych trzyosobowych grupach. Studenci wymieniaja si¢ ilustracjami i dzielg si¢
informacjami na przygotowany temat. P6zniej jedna osoba z kazdej grupy — wska-
zana przez lektora — relacjonuje (w skrdcie) informacje na temat omawianych dziet.

He encouraged depictions of human forms, which could be viewed as idols in
the liturgical art of his time.

He was also responsible for spreading literacy among the nobles, stressed the
importance of books and reading, which had been neglected for many years.
