In order to submit an article for publication, the Author should send a text to the email address of editorial staff. The addresses can be found at: http://www.ejournals.eu/ZM/menu/361/. The text should be formatted according to the guidelines contained in this template. It should be divided into sections (preferably the so-called IMRAD structure: Introduction - Methods - Results - Discussion). The introductory part should outline the context, formulate the research problem, the aims of the article, possibly hypotheses or research questions. The cognitive gap which justifies undertaking research in a given area should be indicated
. Additionally, the research perspective used or the theoretical framework of the research can be described. 
The proper text of the article (without the title page and bibliography) should not exceed 12 pages. All types of acronyms should be clarified the first time they are used. Do not use bold, underline, spaced-out font or italics in the text. The latter is acceptable for foreign language concepts, titles, short quotes.
1. Theoretical background (second order headline Times New Roman 12 font size)
This part should review the literature on the subject. If the theoretical framework was not presented in the introduction, this can be done in this section. When providing sources, APA style rules should be applied. Next to the author's name, which we cite in round brackets, we give the year of publication and the cited page. If the surname does not appear directly in the text, they should be given in brackets (surnames are given without names and initials) (Nowak, 2003, p. 10).

Quotes longer than 40 words should be written according to a defined style ("quote" Times New Roman 11 font size, indent from the left 2.5 cm, indent from the right 
0 cm, single line spacing). Shorter quotes should be marked in italics. Each quote requires an appropriate source, including the page (Kowalski, 2011, p. 32).

2. Methodology 
In this section, the Author should describe in detail what the subject of the study was, what methods and research techniques were used, when the study was carried out, how it was done, etc.
3. Materials and reasearch results

In this part, the Author should describe the results obtained. All graphic materials, data visualizations, tables, charts, drawings, etc. must be an integral part of the argument, should be indicated in the text and numbered. To this end, it should be indicated which table / graph / drawing refers to the discussed issue.
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3.1.  Third-order headings (Times New Roman, 12 font size)
4. Discussion of results
This part should discuss the research results referring to the up-to-date achievements in the studied area.
Conclusions and summary
In this section the most important conclusions from the research should be presented, along with article’s summary and necessary comments. Here the authors can form their own opinions and observations regarding the results of the research.
